UPDATE: After several planeloads of retardant and the wind dropping off to almost still, it 



appeared as if the fire was at least being contained and probably under control.  Then the wind 
picked up and smoke started billowing.  The red fire stuff seems to have halted the progress at it's
boundary, however.
